From the Interim Pastor  
 

The five duties of an interim pastor are outlined in the Florida Bahamas Synod 

Transition Handbook. I'd like to devote a paragraph to each one in reporting 

on my work with you these last six months.  

First, putting the congregation's history into perspective. The booklet of important dates for Grace    

Lutheran Church and the poster display of photos and news clipping are a response to this task. I have 

also engaged the Council in discussions about how Grace's history will be impacting the call process.  

Second, helping the congregation claim a clear identity in God's call and mission. The transition 

talks in December ( remember  ? @*$.! ) began this process. The core values retreat was the next step. 

This month I will be focusing on the six core values that you identified at the retreat during our worship 

services. You will find them in this edition of the newsletter.  

Third, supporting congregational leadership. As your interim pastor, I  have been involved with the 

Council and many others to see that Grace's ministry continues to thrive. We have new members,      

attendance has increased and, with the exception of the monthly men's breakfast, all of our programs are 

continuing and strong.  

Fourth, strengthening relationships with the Synod and church wide expressions. The big positive 

here has been the excellent work of the Synod staff.  Deacon Connie Schmucker has done a great job 

supporting Grace in the transition process and Sister Michelle Collins did a great job leading the        

Retreat.  

Fifth, deepening the commitments to new pastoral leadership and the future. I hope you will agree with 

me that the future of Grace, with God's help, looks positive. I hope that the ministry I have been  

providing is encouraging you to look forward to your new called pastor. You will be getting a letter 

from me about our summer plans but part of the plan is to give you the opportunity to experience       

different pastors to get a better sense of the gifts and skills you will be looking for when you issue a 

call.  

Finally, in terms of the duties of an interim pastor, I want to quote from the Transition Handbook again: 

While the interim pastor may assist with process questions (how do we do this?), he/she is NOT to 

be involved in call committee meetings or the content of their work. The interim pastor is not to 

exert any influence on the congregation's selection of  a new pastor. 

Please pray for your Call Committee as they begin their work after their installation on Sunday, April 

28th.

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COUNCIL PRESIDENTõS REPORT 

May, 2019 
 

 The Church Council met on Wednesday, April 10, 2019 at  1:00 pm and Sunday 

April 14, 2019 following Sunday Service. 
 

 Pastor Meyer presented  a written  Interim Pastorôs Report.  He continues to visit the sick and in-

firmed, meets with the two confirmation students, and leads our Bible Studies. He has also been work-

ing with the Council Members through the Transition Period. He outlined the Holy Week services.    

There was one service on Maundy Thursday at 7pm, two services on Good Friday, 12 noon and 7pm, 

and two services on Easter Sunday, 8am and 10am.   
 

   Written financial reports were presented to the Council for review and were found to be accurate 

and in good order. 
  

 Committee Reports were presented and discussed.   
 

 Sue Underwood advised the Council that the electrical updates are three fourths completed and 

we are currently waiting for some lighting parts to finalize the work.   
 

 The carpeting was replaced in the lobby and the parlor as was previously discussed. There are 

also four new chairs. Funds for these projects were taken from the Quarter Stone donations. 
 

 We have been blessed to have the assistance of Pastor Meyer during this transitional period. We 

have received the necessary approval from the Bishopôs Office for Pastor Meyer to return to us in the 

Fall.  While he will not physically be at Grace during the Summer months, he will still be attending 

monthly council meetings and other meetings via Skype (computer).  Our Sunday services will be led 

during the Summer by Supply Pastors and arrangements are being made for our sick and infirmed to be 

visited during this time.  Pastor Meyer agreed to  these arrangements and we are very happy he will be 

returning to us. 
 

 We have appointed our Call Committee to  search for the new Pastor of Grace Lutheran Church.  

The following people were nominated and agreed to serve:  Elizabeth Graeler, Sandra Hostettler, Steve 

Johnson, Barbara McCormick, Joyce Northridge and Tom Starling.  Judi Bacon and Barbra Sparber-

Barnes also will be serving as alternate members.  They are being installed by Pastor Meyer on Sunday, 

April 28th at the 10 am Sunday Service.  On Tuesday, April 30th, they will be meeting with a representa-

tive of the Bishopôs Office.  Please pray for our Call Committee as they begin their journey.
